The word baculum means "stick" or "staff" in Latin.  Oosik, however, is the Inupiaq (an Inuit
dialect) word for penis. The Oosik is the bone inside the penis of bears, seals, sea lions, bulls,
bats, foxes, otters, monkeys and rodents.  The human male is not born with this bone, which may
account for Oosik envy and the desire to own one.
